We use Nest as our workplace pension scheme. As part of helping you to save more for your future we’re going to start using salary sacrifice, sometimes referred to as ‘salary exchange’, as part of the scheme to help you save even more for your future.
You can find out everything you need to know about having a Nest pension at nestpensions.org.uk 
 
What is salary sacrifice? 
It’s an arrangement for paying pension contributions, recognised by HMRC, where you agree for your salary to be reduced, by the same amount of money you contribute into your pension. 
In a salary sacrifice arrangement, you won’t actually pay a contribution to your Nest pension pot. Instead, we pay an amount equivalent to your total contributions which you would otherwise have paid – along with our employer contributions – into your pension pot.

What goes into your pot?
Agreeing to opt in means you will have a lower salary, you’ll pay less National Insurance and less in income tax.
